The evidence and test of having the Spirit, vv.1-3.

The unity of the Spirit and the diversity of gifts, vv.4-11 :

· Unity of the gifts, vv.4-6 – the one Spirit who distributes, the one Lord who is served, and the one God who energises.

· Purpose of the gifts, v.7.

· Examples of the gifts, vv.8-10.

· Sovereign distribution of the gifts, v.11.

This unity and diversity in the church paralleled by the human body, vv.12-26 :

· How individual Christians, with differing gifts, became ‘one body’, vv.12-13.

· The body is made up of many members, vv.14-19 – that a member regards itself as unnecessary does not make it so. 

· The many members are one body, vv.20-26 –  that a member regards another member as unnecessary does not make it so.
